any competition of any kind within an enclosure for which a charge is made for admission to take part in or view the competition) or (c) machines from which the trade
mark, name or manufacturing number has been removed, no guarantee, condition or warranty of any kind is given or is to be implied.

We guarantee, subject to the conditions mentioned below, that all precautions which are usual and reasonable have been taken by us to secure excellence of materials
and workmanship, but this guarantee is to extend and be in force for six months only from date of purchase, and damages for which we make ourselves responsible under
this guarantee are limited to the free supply of a new part in exchange for the part of the motorcycle, motorcycle combination or sidecar which may have proved defective.
We do not undertake to replace or refix, or bear the cost of replacing or refixing, such new part in the motorcycle, motorcycle combination or sidecar. We undercake,
subject to the conditions mentioned below, to make good at any time within six months any defects in these respects. As motorcycles, motorcycle combinations and
sidecars are easily liable to derangement by neglect, or misuse, this guarantee does not apply to defects caused by wear and tear, misuse or neglect.

The overhead-valve rocker gear is totally enclosed and flood-lubricated by an oil supply
from the main engine oil pump. Rocker box cover plate provided, which is
readily detached to allow access to the valve clearance adjustment. Other features
of these engines include “‘Lo-ex’" alloy pistens, multiple-row roller big-end bearings
with Duralmin cages, exceptionally stiff crankshalt assembly with shouldered two-piece
crank-pin consisting of a case hardened outer sleeve to resist wear and a toughened
alloy steel centre to give maximum strength, double camshaft timing gear flood-
lubricated.
